For some
time now, associate
troupes have been
requesting that KOB offer
a program about this
increasingly urgent issue.
So, we were more than
pleased when we were
contacted by Kids on the
Block of Knoxville with the
news that they had laid the
groundwork for Tennessee
on the Move and the
University of Tennessee
Nutrition Institute to
sponsor such a program.
With the support and guidance of the
sponsors, KOB of Knoxville and Summit
Medical Group, we developed Zach Jones
and Reverend Robinson to educate
children about healthy lifestyle choices.

Zach is 11 years old and lives in
Woodburn with his family.   Zach is
overweight and being positive about
himself does not always come easy.
Although he is liked by his peers, he
sometimes loses sight of this when he
focuses negatively on his self image.
However, he also models positive
behaviors, examining his personal
challenges and ultimately choosing
(with encouragement and support from his

examines some of the consequences of
being overweight and how small changes
can lead to improved health.  “Don’t Just
Sit There, Do Something!” explores the
importance of being physically active and
finding creative ways to work activity into
one’s daily routine.  “What Are You

Thinking?” deals with
setting realistic goals
toward healthier behaviors.
The final script, “A Course
in Obstacles,” addresses
ways in which children can
navigate around common
barriers to good health.

These scripts and the
activity components of the
program aim to encourage
discussion about the
prevention of health
problems, model positive

         relationships
between friends, offer ways in which
children can support peers who are
overweight, promote sensitivity,
understanding, and acceptance regarding
differences in body types,  encourage
children to consider foods as fuel for their
bodies, and
promote daily
physical
movement.

NEWS  FROM  KOB HEADQUAR TERS

In response to interest from associate troupes, KOB Headquarters is considering developing an accreditation
program which would distinguish troupes that have reached a certain level of puppetry skill and program
quality.  The Premier Performing Troupe Program would be designed using the “Best Practices” model.  Best
Practices, as defined by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services are innovative, make a difference,
have a sustainable effect, and have the potential for replication.

Chief among the benefits to participating troupes will be enhanced credibility in grant seeking and other fund
raising efforts.  KOB Headquarters will also indicate troupes that have attained the distinction when making
referrals.  We may also refer regional special events appearances to Premier Performing Troupes.

The accreditation process would involve a written application including a description of the organization’s
goals and objectives for its KOB program and detailed information about its performing practices, as well as
required training participation and demonstration of puppetry skills.  An application fee may be necessary,
and other requirements may also be identified.

Program roll-out will be subject to the level of interest expressed by associate troupes over the course of the
next six months.  If there is adequate interest, the first accreditation cycle will begin in 2007.   We anticipate
that the accreditation would be renewable on either an annual or bi-annual basis.

Fairyland, an outdoor children’s park in
Oakland, CA, as part of the American Lung
Association’s “Fresh Air for Little Noses
Day” on May 21.  The puppeteers, peer
educators from a local high school,
presented scripts from the KOB program on
Asthma.  The daylong event, funded by
First 5 Alameda County, also featured
appearances by Captain Clean Air, martial
arts presentations, and informational tables.
The Fresh Air for Little Noses project is
intended to educate parents and kids about
clean air, secondhand smoke, and quitting
smoking.

ONTARIO--T imiskaming
Ongoing Relationship with Local Rotary Club
Keeps Ontario Troupe Thriving
For the past two years, the Kirkland Lake
Rotary Club has supported Timiskaming KOB
with donations for the purchase of puppets
and script material.  Coordinator Brenda
Hevenor approached Rotary Member Bonnie
Sackrider in 2004 about receiving support to
update the program.  After a presentation at a
Rotary meeting which introduced the
membership to the puppets and with Mrs.
Sackrider’s sponsorship, an application was
submitted to the executive board.  The Rotary
Club soon approved funding which allowed
for the purchase of two programs and six
puppets.  In 2005, the Rotary Club renewed its
support with funding for one program and
seven puppets.

This summer, Rappahannock Area Kids on
the Block (RAKOB) received the
Rappahannock River Region Community
Foundation’s “Youth in Philanthropy Grant”
for a project entitled “Straight Talk from Teens
2 Teens.” RAKOB’s teen puppeteers
performed for summer youth groups and day
camps, focusing on the pressures and
challenges for emerging middle school
students.  They presented material from the
programs on Gangs, Violence & Prejudice
and Alcohol, Tobacco and Other Drugs.  In
the fall, RAKOB partnered with the
Spotsylvania County Citizen Alliance for Drug
Rehabilitation and Education (CADRE) by
performing at an awards ceremony  honoring
the winners of a drug prevention poster
contest.  (We wonder if Eric Van Aart entered!)
RAKOB also felt privileged to perform on the
main stage as part of “Kids Convention-
2005,” a local event providing information
and activities for children and their families.

MASSACHUSETTS--
Boston
International Troupe Presents at
‘Exploring the Healing Power of Art’ Event
In September, Boston’s Emerson College
hosted a special multidisciplinary event
called ‘Exploring the Healing Power of Art’
to address the relationship between art and
various aspects of the healing process.  The
event was organized in conjunction with
the U.S. premiere of “Saving Faces,” an
exhibition of before-and-after portraits of
individuals who have undergone
reconstructive surgery to correct facial
disfigurements in Britain, painted by
acclaimed artist Mark Gilbert of Glasgow,
Scotland.  The Kids on the Block, Inc.’s

International Performing Troupe was invited
to kick off the event with a performance
including scripts from the programs on Severe
Burns and Children’s Mental Health.  KOB
Inc. President Aric-James Darroe and Director
of Program Development Diana Degnan-LaFon
were featured speakers, along with Dr. Edith
Langner, director of the Arts-in-Medicine
Project at Columbia University’s College of
Physicians and Surgeons, physician-poet Dr.

WASHINGT ON--Longview
All Around Town with the ARC of
Cowlitz Valley
The ARC of  Cowlitz Valley received a grant
from the Division of Disabilities to be able to
purchase program updates and pay its
puppeteers.  In addition to the expected
performance sites such as classrooms and
after school programs, this troupe has
performed at life skills classes for adults with
disabilities, community organizations, and a
city council meeting.  The ARC is hoping to
receive the same grant this year to continue to
grow its KOB program.

While few people would forget to insure their organizations’ computers,
all too many forget to insure their puppets and other performing gear, like
stages.

KOB puppets are designed to be sturdy and durable.  With proper care
and storage, they can have long and productive performing lives.  But,
here at KOB Headquarters, we’ve heard of all types of misfortunes
befalling our fabric friends.  We’ve received reports of flood and fire
damage, theft, dismemberment by pets and even accidental disposal.
(Never store or transport your puppets in trash bags–the plastic promotes
mildew, and they can be mistaken for actual trash.  However, insurance
may not cover something of this nature.)

It’s important to insure all of your puppets for the full replacement value
in case they are destroyed due to natural disaster, fire, or other accident.
If you need documentation for insurance purposes, just contact us for
a current price list.

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HELPFUL HINTS

COOL NEW CANE, RENALDO!

Under the guidance of the National Organization of Parents of Blind
Children and the National Federation of the Blind, we are now using
a new, true-to-life cane for Renaldo.  The most significant change is
that the cane is now quite a bit longer, more accurately representing
the correct cane length in proportion to Renaldo’s height.  All new
Renaldo puppets will come equipped with this longer cane.  If you
have an existing Renaldo and would like to have him retrofitted with
a new cane, please contact Karen Gregoire, Director of Production,
at 1-800-368-5437 to inquire about options and cost.  For puppeteers
to manipulate this new cane, we’ve found it’s best to reach below
Renaldo’s hand, closer to the bottom of the cane, and move it in a
sweeping motion to demonstrate how Renaldo uses his cane for
mobility.

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Meet Some of The Kids on the Block

Meet Gary Glover
Ten year old Gary Glover loves to play soccer
and collect baseball cards, and he has an
ostomy.  Gary received his urostomy (or
urinary tract diversion) a few weeks after he
was born, when doctors discovered that
Gary’s bladder had not developed in a regular
manner.

Dealing with having an ostomy is now routine
for Gary.  He provides all of his own care and
is proud of the fact that his parents, Edward
and Marybeth, don’t have to do anything for
him anymore except buy his pouches and
make his doctor’s appointment once a year.

What can be a bit more difficult is dealing with
friends and acquaintances when they learn of
his condition.  Although Gary does not “show
his ostomy around,” he is not ashamed or
embarrassed about having one.  If the situation
arises when it is important for someone to
know, Gary explains about his ostomy in a
factual and upbeat way.  Taking the time to do
so helps the people who spend time with Gary
to be more comfortable about ostomies.  Gary
encourages children who have had ostomies
not to hide their condition.  “Hiding can make
other people think that there’s something
wrong with you and that’s not it,” Gary says.
He also emphasizes that his ostomy will not
keep him from being a regular kid, exclaiming
“Having an ostomy is never gonna slow me
down!”

Gary is featured in The Kids on the Block
Program on Ostomy.

Meet Jamie Higgins
Jamie is a ten year old resident of
Woodburn.  She lives with her father, Jeff,
her fifteen year old brother, Ryan, and her
five year old brother, Ian.

Jamie’s mother, Lauren, died of cancer four
months ago, and the family is grieving.
Jamie misses her mother terribly and is
having a difficult time adjusting to the
changes that come from her mother’s death.
She sometimes feels guilty participating in
the activities she’s enjoyed in the past
because she believes that she should
ALWAYS be sad.  Jamie’s friends have
encouraged her to get involved with some
of her former activities.  One of the things
Jamie had always loved to do is to play
soccer.

Jamie is featured in The Kids on the Block
script about Bereavement.

Meet Jason Robinson
Jason is a kind, curious and funny eleven
year old.  He has strong values, and his
family is very important to him.  He admires
his father, Raymond, a minister who
counsels teenagers in their hometown of
Woodburn, and hopes to be like him
someday.

Like many children his age, Jason is going
through adolescent changes and sometimes

experiences confusion.  He is learning how
to make positive choices about many of the
difficult situations that face young people,
including negative peer pressure and
healthy eating and exercise habits.
Although he comes from a supportive home
environment, like many young boys, Jason
still struggles with some common
misconceptions about manhood, like the
notion that being a man means being
“tough” and the idea that the responsibilities
of sexuality rest primarily on women.  Jason
feels lucky to have a number of positive role
models to help him through these struggles,
including his father and John Sanchez, a
clerk at the local video store.

With his sensitive and supportive nature
and silly sense of humor, Jason has many
friends.  He enjoys photography and
spending time helping out and hanging out
at The Olive Branch, a neighborhood
restaurant owned by his friend Christine’s
family.

Jason appears in numerous Kids on the
Block programs such as Asthma, Gangs,
Violence and Prejudice, Healthy Snacking,
Hemophilia, Sexuality and Teenage
Pregnancy, and Vandalism Prevention.
Jason also appears in the newly available
program on Combating Childhood Obesity
and Overweight.



WHAT'S UP
PROGRAM  REVISIONS

DOWN SYNDROME
The Kids on the Block Program on

Down Syndrome (formerly Mental Retarda-
tion), featuring Ellen Jane Peterson, has been
revised.  Existing script material has been
edited, and an all new script, "Planning
Ahead," has been added.  In this script, Ellen
Jane explains to Melody how her job coach
helps her to adjust to new job assignments
and learn new skills which promote her inde-
pendence.

FIRE SAFETY & PREVENTION
The revised Teacher's Guide for The

Kids on the Block Program on Fire Safety and
Prevention, which features Joanne Spinoza,
Melody James, and Renaldo Rodriguez,  is
now available.  The Teacher's Guide contains
updated character biographies, questions &
answers, follow-up activities, resources, sig-
nificantly edited script material, as well as a
new script entitled "Fired up about Fire Pre-
vention."  This script introduces children to
fire prevention rules, including the proper
use of and care for smoke detectors.

LEARNING DISABILITIES
A new script, "Baking in Color," has

been added to The Kids on the Block Program
on Learning Disabilities, which features pup-
pet character Jennifer Hauser.  In this new
script, Jennifer describes some of the learn-
ing methods employed in the resource room
at her school. The revised program also in-
cludes other updated script material, infor-
mation, and activities.

SEXUAL ABUSE
The Kids on the Block Program on

Sexual Abuse, featuring Joanne Spinoza, now
includes a new script.  "The Staying out of
Jeopardy Game Show" addresses general
sexual abuse prevention and personal safety
issues, including internet safety.  Two other
scripts have been updated, and the mini-
scripts for younger children have been sig-
nificantly revised.  The rest of the Teacher's
Guide has also been revised.

*Editor’s Note: All “Kit A and Kit B”
scripts were reprinted into separate
teacher’s guides for each topic between
1980 and 1982.

The revised Teacher's Guides for these
programs may be purchased for a minimal
fee by  KOB Associates who currently own a
previous version of the programs.
